WORK DESCRIPTION: Supervises and directs the work activities of subordinate professional staff involved in conducting safety and health inspections of all mining operations in the State; provides technical assistance to inspectors, mine operators, and representatives of other governmental agencies; develops and implements program policies and procedures; conducts investigations of mine-related accidents; and writes technical bulletins for use in the agency.

WORK ACTIVITIES:  Schedules, reviews and approves inspections. Investigates the causes of accidents. Reviews inspection reports to determine if the appropriate rules have been cited, and if the test data has been properly documented. Reviews completed work of subordinate workers by on-site inspections. Develops and implements policies and procedures related to mine inspections. Provides training and technical assistance to subordinate staff. Writes technical bulletins for use in the agency. Reads literature regarding technological advances in the mine health and safety field. Reviews the monthly work schedules for inspectors. Tests, calibrates and repairs test equipment. Resolves problems or questions presented by agency staff regarding work policies and procedures. Performs related work as required.   
WORK CONDITIONS: As required, makes entry into mine shafts and open pit areas.

SUPERVISION: Under the direction of the Assistant State Mine Inspector, exercises considerable independent judgment within established program parameters.
WORK RESULTS/PRODUCTS: Completed inspection reports to include recommendations for changes/improvements; completed accident investigation 
reports, to include findings of cause.  

RESPONSIBILITY: Supervises statewide mine inspector activities.

AUTHORITY: To enforce mining laws and ensure corrective action is taken on violation of same; and to recommend mine closures when necessary.
