PRIVATE 
WORK DESCRIPTION: Supervises and coordinates the activities of the Airport Development Section within the Aeronautics Division; acts as State representative to local sponsors requesting grant funds for airport development or improvement projects; manages and directs all construction and maintenance activities at the Grand Canyon Airport. 

WORK ACTIVITIES: Directs, instructs, explains, and counsels subordinate workers in carrying out a variety of tasks.

Reviews work products or achievements of subordinate workers; evaluates work and formulates plans for improvement.

Devises a schedule of work or itinerary, agenda, or timetable for subordinates on a daily or weekly basis, within a work unit.

Performs preventive maintenance inspections on existing airport facilities giving special attention to points of fatigue, stress, and loading.

Calculates land areas, earth forms, circular curves; material quantities and other quantitative measurements, using geometric and trigonometric computations.

Estimates costs of future construction projects in the planning phase, based on calculations from available data.

Confers with consultants and construction engineers regarding construction designs and plans, and their conformance to standards, specifications, or legal requirements.

Reviews construction plans and verifies that these are in accordance with designated specifications and other requirements.

Inspects construction in progress, to assure its conformance with specifications, agreements, and established requirements.  

Participates in the preparation of and monitors estimates of work completed for an airport development project at a particular phase to determine whether the project is operating within its established schedule and to determine the appropriate amount of compensation due to contractor.

Confers with construction engineers and contractors regarding construction in progress and its conformance to specifications and construction plans, answers questions and resolves problems.

Reads and examines claims for reimbursement from state or federal funds, as they are received from local grantee agencies; makes decisions on approval or authorization in accordance with established guidelines.

Visits project sites, inspects materials, confers with staff, to determine feasibility and eligibility of a project for receiving state grants.

Confers with and advises city and county officials in matters pertaining to airport development and improvement.

Inspects and examines engineering project records, field notes, computations, and other documentation to assure that methods of measurement and bases for payment are in accordance with projected trends, specifications, special projects, and extra work orders.

Performs related work as required.
WORK CONDITIONS: Frequent daily travel, including occasional overnight stays away from home base; occasional exposure to extreme weather conditions.

SUPERVISION: Works under the general supervision of the Deputy Assistant Director, and exercises considerable independent judgment within the parameters of the program policies and procedures. 

WORK RESULTS/PRODUCTS: Completed review of local sponsor construction plans for airport development projects; completed airport development projects constructed in accordance with State standards and specifications; completed plans and specifications for State airport construction projects.

RESPONSIBILITY: Scheduling and reviewing work assignments of subordinate staff; administering approximately $2-3 million in State grant funds annually.

AUTHORITY: Approves or disapproves all plans, materials, and payment requests submitted by local sponsors; approves or disapproves all work products completed by subordinate staff.
